DESCRIPTION OF VOLUNTEER ACTIVITIES

TOURNAMENT DEPARTMENT
Assistant Director (AD)
The AD position puts together the entire tournament procedures and regulations of the event. They work with management of the tournament participants as well as all the different positions in the tournament, giving directions and handing out assignments. They ensure that the tournament runs smoothly by scheduling players and officials, promoting the event to the public, et cetera. 
Concept Design (CD)
The CD position creates innovative styles of tournaments and creates the rules and regulations associated with it. The CD also works on deciding how the tournament is run, when it should be run, who can participate, and how we tabulate results. Should awards need to be given, the CD will help come up with marketing strategies with the local community to gain sponsorships.
Officiating (OF)

The OF position ensures that matches are played well. During the time of competition, the official will ensure that games are played fairly and in accordance with the rules set forth in the competition guidelines. Should a protest arise, an official will have power to make a binding ruling in regards to the follow-up consequence of the rule. AD is synonymous with a referee of a sports game.
Pairings (PG)

The PG position tabulates results and makes pairings based on previous results. The pairings coordinator will learn various pairing methods and tie-breaking methods and tournament statistics in order to learn how to match games properly so that the event will conclude properly. 

Scheduling (SC)
The SC position is one of the most important aspects of the tournament scene. The Schedulers will contact the tournament players and game officials about scheduling a game at an appropriate time and will post game match times on the internet calendar. The SC will also have a duty to send a game card reminder to the parties to ensure participation.

Gofer (GO4)
This is basically the President’s secretary. You’ll do the tasks that the current President is too busy to handle himself and help him with various presidential duties. If you do a good job, he’ll give you a cookie.
